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Problem:  How little of Earth’s total water is usable water?
Objective:  Using a 500 mL bottle of water, demonstrate the distribution of fresh vs. saltwater; frozen vs. liquid freshwater and then demonstrate how the usable water is distributed amongst ground and surface water. 
Procedure:
1.  Separate the 500 mL into cups labeled fresh and salt water.  Label the mL of water in each.
2. Separate the freshwater cup into 2 cups labeled frozen and liquid water.  Label the mL of water in each.
3. Separate the liquid freshwater into 2 cups labeled surface and groundwater.  Label the mL of water in each.
Data: Turn in your cups after showing your end product.
Discussion:  Describe how even though water is a renewable resource; it is a limited resource that needs to be managed.
